Van Helsing

 Dracula's castle, for example, is portrayed as being shrouded in mystery and horror. "We could hear the distant howling of wolves. They were far off, but the sound, even though coming muffled through deadening snowfall, was full of terror" (Stoker, 1897). His abilities, including as shapeshifting and mind control, defy reasonable explanation, eliciting terror and curiosity in western characters. His portrayal mirrors colonial fears about the "other," with the East depicted as a source of danger and irrationality, reflecting the looming threat of foreign dominance and loss of control. GOOD

The Gypsies
In the story, gypsies serve Dracula and are portrayed as superstitious and secretive creatures with magical knowledge.
