There is another British character called Mina Murray also represent western rationality. Mina is portrayed as smart resourceful and level headed often acting as the the voice of reason and serving as a source of moral guidance for the group as theyface the threat lf Count Dracula. Her character also embodies quality of logic, organization and strategic thinking. Her journal in Chapter VI in (Dracula 1879: p59) she can also write in shorthand. 
Mina is a skilled researcherCOMMA she collected information putting it together. She spends most of time analyzing information from various sources. She records and writes all the information in her journal. She creates detailed record ofthe events of the novel. This information helps the other characters to understand and defeat Dracula.
