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The seductive actions of the female vampires in Bram Stoker’s “Dracula” could be interpreted as a challenge to the Victorian era’s established gender roles and sexual norms. The idea that women should be meek and subservient is challenged by the female vampires’ strong and sexually forceful representation. The book also looks at other ways that vampires defy sexual stereotypes and gender conventions, such their capacity for shape-shifting and multiformity. OKAY
The female vampires in this novel are portrayed as attractive and sexually aggressive, which is not how Victorian women were supposed to behave. It was expected of women in that era to be modest, chaste, subservient and pure throughout the Victorian period. DrNOT HIS TITLE Morris even refers Lucy to being “honest-heaRted girl” (Stroker,1897,p.55). They were not permitted to follow their own hobbies or express themselves sexually as they were supposed to be housewives and moms. Women were viewed as inferior to men in nearly every aspect and were supposed to be entirely depended on them. Lucy says “we women are so little worthy of them” (Stroker,1897,p.55). It was also expected of them to know little about the world outside their houses. Women in the Victorian era were generally denied agency and speech.GOOD
Knowing how Victorian women should behave or what they are meant to be, the female vampires are perceived as a threat to these stereotypes. They are strong, independent, and unafraid to question authority in addition to being sexually aggressive.  All these characteristics go against the expectations placed on women in the Victorian era. Female vampires are not like Victorian women who are “such cowards that we think a men will save us from fears and we marry him” says Lucy (Stroker,1897,p.54). Because female vampiresPLURAL POSSESSIVE behaviour departs so far from what is seen AS ‘proper’ for women at the time, it is possible to interpret it as a threat to the restricted gender standards of the day. GOOD ANALYSIS
Dracula gives voice to female vampires and are (CONCORD ERROR) granted both agency and speech. In contrast to the expectation that women should be meek and obedient, they are free to express themselves and follow their own desires.CONTRADICTS YOUR PREVIOUS SENTENCE: DO THE FEMALE VAMPIRES HAVE AGENCY OR IS IT ALL CHANNELED VIA DRACULA? This posed a challenge to the prevailing gender norms of the era and gave the impression that female vampires posed a threat to the established order of society. They were viewed as dangerous since they were intelligent, and in charge of their own lives. They did not require protection or care because they were not reliant on men. Female vampires intentionally seek out males to suck their blood because they are in charge of their own sexuality. The male vampiresTHE MALE VAMPIRES? DON’T YOU MEAN THE HUMAN MEN? on the other hand, are revealed to be easily seduced and subdued. 
One such is the notion of vampires as gender-fluid or bisexual entities. Because they possess the ability to shapeshift and assume multiple forms, vampires in the book are not limited by conventional gender norms. This implies that they are not constrained by gender and sexuality norms in society. And the notion that vampires are strong sexual beings. The assumption that women should be chaste and pure is challenged by the novel’s enticing and attractive portrayal of vampires.USE A QUOTATION FROM THE NOVEL TO SUBSTANTIATE YOUR ARGUMENT
The concept of female vampires as strong characters with the ability to manipulate and control males is explored in the book. The book also questions the notion that femininity is only about being meek and subservient, arguing that female sexuality may also be strong and assertive. The capacity to conflate the lines between human and monster identity is another way that vampires subvert established gender and sexual standards. The notion that there are distinct differences between humans and monsters is called into question by the fact that vampires are difficult to characterize as ‘good’ or ‘bad’. Traditional ideas of gender and sexuality are challenged by Lucy’s transformation from a human to a vampire by Count Dracula. Lucy is viewed as a simple, innocent young woman who personifies conventional ideas of femininity before to her mutation. But after changing, Lucy turns into a strong, alluring vampire that feeds on males. EXCELLENT
The concept that femininity is fundamentally weak and docile is called into question by this metamorphosis.NO IT ISN’T—ONY WOMEN WHO ARE ‘MONSTERS’ ARE STRONG The morality of good and evil is also called into question by Lucy’s account, which also raises the possibility that it’s not always easy to distinguish between humans and monsters. She is therefore an expert and various characterWHAT?. Van Helsing says, “In life, she was a sweet, innocent, and noble girl… but in death, she may be a devil.” (Stoker,1897,p.219). This quote shows how Lucy’s transformation blurs the lines between good and evil and challenges the idea that a woman’s purity and innocence were essential parts of her femininity. I THINK YOU NEED TO UNDERSTAND THAT LUCY IS A NORMAL, IF SLIGHTLY SHALLOW, YOUNG WOMAN, WHO BECOMES A SIGNIFIER OF MONSTEROUS AND FORBIDDEN DESIRE AFTER SHE BECOMES A VAMPIRE.
The striking contrast between the two sexes draws attention to the disparity between the authority and independence of the female vampires and the expectetions SPELLING placed on women. The Victorian era’s expectations for men and women’s relationships were directly challenged by this. Contrary to how women WERE?typically portrayed, the female vampires served as a symbol of feminine empowerment. Dr Seward says “it is hard to reconcile the new views with the old facts” (Stroker,1897,p.159).
