There  werewas much of restrictions regarding interaction between men and women under sexual roles. Victorian attitudes Iin reference to sexual desires, Victorian attitudes towards women were that they were not allowed to have these desires. Men were more dominant thanto women. Men were too strict, they were supposed to be providers, protectors, superior to women while women were listeners,  obeyed more and being submissive to men. The masculinity or mainly worked for them, in the Victorian attitude and reference to sexual desires women were not allowed to show courtship and attraction. The male characters are shown to be dominant and brave while the female characters are weak and vulnerable.  Dracula controls both genders because his personality in the novel is  strong his vampirism traits. He is obsessed with destroying Victorian norms.

All this can be said that the gender expectations of Victorian period is compromised in following men’s rules women being submissive.
