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In Bram Stoker’s DraculaUNDERLINE OR ITALICISE BOOK TITLES, the two main British characters are Jonathan Harker and Mina Harker, and the two foreign characters are Count Dracula and RenfieldHOW IS RENFEILD FOREIGN?. By comparing and contrasting these characters, we can reveal the underlying anxieties and tensions associated with colonialism and empire depicted in the novel. 
 Jonathan Harker is from United Kingdom. Harker represents the ideal English gentleman, educated, rational, and moral. Young lawyer Jonathan Harker is portrayed as resourceful and courageous, He initially travels to Transylvania to assist Count Dracula in a legal matter, demonstrating the sense of duty and loyalty inherent in the British colonists. This portrayal serves to show the British ideal of the “civilizing” influence of Western women in foreign lands, reflecting colonial attitudes towards gender roles and the perception of British women as saviors or protectors.  Count Dracula is a Foreigner. His status as a nobleman from Transylvania, an Eastern European region associated with mystery and superstition, underscores the idea of the dangerous unknown lurking beyond the borders of the British Empire. Dracula embodies the anxieties of colonial powers about the perceived threats posed by foreign cultures and influences. Renfield’s descent into madness and submission to Dracula’s control reflects the colonists’ fears of losing their identity and autonomy to foreign powersYES—BECAUSE HE IS A MAN WHO HAS LOST HIS WITS, NOT BECAUSE HE IS NOT A FOREIGNER. His character highlights the vulnerability and sensitivity of people considered ‘lower’ or weak in the face of colonial ruleOKAY. Through the comparison and contrast of these characters, Dracula reflects the anxieties and power dynamics of colonialism and empire, depicts the clash of Western ideals and foreign threats, and highlights the complexities and fears associated with the interaction between East and West.  
The interactions between the characters reveal various tensions and anxieties related to colonialism and empire. East vs West: Count Dracula is depicted as a mysterious figure from the East (Transylvania), while the main protagonists, including Jonathan Harker, Mina Harker, and Van Helsing, represent the WestVAN HELSING COMBINES ASPECTS OF BOTH. This East-West divide highlights the fear of the unknown and the exotic that was often associated with colonial encounters, where the East was seen as mysterious and potentially dangerous. This novel can be seen as a reflection of the anxiety and tension of a society struggling with themes of invasion, control, and the clash of civilizations.
 These contrasting depictions of British characters as virtuous and heroic, and foreign characters as otherworldly and malevolent, reflect the anxieties of colonialism and empire prevalent during the time of the novel's publicationGETTING REPETITIVE. The British characters embody notions of civilization, progress, and morality, while the foreign characters symbolize the unknown, the uncanny, and the threat of the "other." The fear of the foreign other, represented by Dracula and his supernatural powers, mirrors the fear of the colonized peoples and territories in the context of British imperialism, highlighting themes of domination, fear of the unknown, and the clash of cultures.
