The Victorian period was a time when women were seen but they couldn’t voice out their opinions. Basically, Victorian women were women of dignity for from the way they dressed by wearing long dresses that didn’t reveal much of skin, and by wearing so they looked respectable in the society. Being a women at that time it was all about obeying and also respecting a man. During that era men were more powerful over women. It can be noted that manMEN had power or rather controlled women by all means mentally, physically and also financially. Moreover, women were expected to get married while they were innocent “virgins” and after marriage they had to have children that they would raise. 
In the novel Dracula women are generally from a misogynistic view, in simple terms they consider women to be the weaker sex who were regarded with great respect only for their beauty and innocence. Therefore,  being a Victorian womenWOMAN was all about looking after the children and doing chores, perhaps showing emotions at that time was not necessary. Hence it can be noted that the Victorian era was a time when the system neglected the needs of a woman and women were overpowered by men.

Therefore during the Victorian period women’s rights were extremely limited and due to the limitations women were seen as vessels that needed to be controlled by rules and regulations that only favoured the opposite gender. Perhaps the concept of divorce existed, but married couples rarely attempted it due to the expenses that came along with it. “The 1857 Act did allow wives more access to divorce than they had previously”. Therefore the actions of the vampires posed a threat to repressive gender expectations of the Victorian period. During the Victorian period women weren’t supposed to be seductive or in a simple context women weren’t allowed to express their sexuality. Jonathan Harker can be regarded as the main character within the novel Dracula, and he is engaged to Mina. However within the novel Mina stands firmly to the roles of being a female and expectations that are expected from women in particular. In the novel Dracula Mina is a typical Victorian woman in which she is also praised for having manly characteristics, moreover this suggests women were generally viewed as less intelligent than men at the time. However we are introduced to another character known as Lucy, who is best friends with Mina Harker. Within the novel Lucy is portrayed as a self-centred and arrogant good looking women. Therefore within the novel Lucy is approached by three different men who ask for her hand in marriage but one had to be chosen. Moreover she might want to marry all three man, but she doesn’t do anything about it, this simply suggests that she represses her desires in order to fit in with the society. 
With all that has been gathered shows that during the Victorian period women had principles and standards that they needed to follow and no matter how they felt they couldn’t voice out their opinions. The novel DraculaITALICISE is strongly centred on the belief that women should have morals in such a way they never reveal any sexual desires, in which the novel interlinked with the Victorian era.
