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The tempting actions of the female vampires and the way Count Dracula is portrayed in Bram Stoker's Dracula act as powerful metaphors that weaken the restrictive gender norms of the Victorian era. It is clear from a close reading of the section in Dracula that describes Jonathan Harker's seduction as well as other significant points in the story that vampires challenge gender norms and sexual norms (Stoker, 1897). The female vampires' actions in the chapter when they seduce Jonathan Harker sabotage Victorian gender standards in a few ways. First of all, the vampires contradict the Victorian stereotype of women as weak and obedient by taking control over their wants. Their obvious chase of Harker challenges Victorian notions of femininity by undermining the idea of feminine purity.
In the book, Count Dracula is one example of gender and sexual ambiguity. His traits challenge strict gender binary distinctions by hiding the boundaries between masculinity and femininity (Stoker, 1897, Ch. 3). In addition to challenging conventional ideas of masculinity, Dracula's captivating and seductive personality also presents a nuanced and multidimensional picture of gender identity. Also, Dracula's capacity for transformation challenges Victorian notions of rigid gender roles by symbolizing a fluidity of sexual identity as well as physical appearance (Stoker, 1897, Ch. 3) You need to actually integrate quotations into your essay—don’t just shove in random citations.
By showing a strong masculine character controlling a married woman, Dracula's seduction of Mina Harker undermines Victorian gender stereotypes (Stoker, 1897, Ch. 21). Victorian ideas of feminine purity and submission to male authority are undermined by this perversion of marital fidelity and the sanctity of marriage. Dracula's manipulation of Mina's feelings and desires is a larger critique of patriarchal power  and shows a disdain for conventional gender norms (Stoker, 1897, Ch. 21). Again, you need a quotation to support your argument.
Bram Stoker creates a story in Dracula that questions Victorian gender roles and conventional views on sexuality through the representation of vampires, especially the alluring actions of female vampires and the  image of Count Dracula. Stoker challenges readers to question social norms and reflect on the intricacies of desire, agency, and power in Victorian society by upending assumptions and presenting characters who transcend traditional gender roles (Stoker, 1897).

This essay is only 430 words—that is half the prescribed word count. And you have used and analysed no quotations (there should have been more analysis). Still, what you finally produced is on topic and the grammar isn’t bad. I do wish that you had actually met with me about your previous essay attempt so that we could have discussed how you could have made the work your own more convincingly.
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
