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Good and evil does not work hand in hand. Evil makes people around the society and the whole universe separated from God. People became monsters and lived a painful mad life if they are involved in evil ways, but the good people lived a peaceful life .Even if the evil things or hard times hit them, they overcame them because their lives are clean and they are spiritually truthful. According to the novel Dracula, evil tried to dominate people’s lives and innocent people but good took over and overcame the evil. West and East had major differences and even their beliefs and laws. West located people were civilised, modern and rational while the East were colonized, sexually deviant and savage but they had the positive side too. The two characters from West, Jonathan Harker and Mina Murray his fiancé were rational. Everything they did, they were reasonable, civilised and they had good reasons for whatever they did.


Firstly , I am going to examine the British characters which is Jonathan Harker and Mina Murray his fiancé which represent the rationality of the West and the foreign one’s Renfield who was Dr Seward patient and Count Dracula himself. In contrast the characters from British Jonathan and Mina. In the beginning of the novel Jonathan Harker had to travel to meet Dracula his firm client, he noticed the strange things about Dracula but he didn’t cancel the meeting because he had good reasons why he meets him from the first place. After he noticed that his client Dracula is not human, he planned to escape but Dracula leaves him trapped in a Castle.Harker plans to execute Dracula were reasonable, he had good reasons why he wanted that. Mina Murray as a strong independent woman. Mina challenges for losing her friend because of Dracula supernatural powers made us realise that she is smart and fighting the challenging stereotype women by helping the men to kill Dracula and destroyed all the evil Victorian era by using her knowledge of research and her field skills and power. She was rational too. She had good reasons for being part of planning to execute Dracula.


Now let us take a look to the foreign ones, Count Dracula as the vampire who leads all the supernatural powers and controlled everyone with his mysticism. Dracula arrival caused chaos and cost some people’s life. The other foreign character which was Renfield who was a patient at Seward’s mental asylum had the Victorian era belief, he consumed the creatures even the dangerous one’s such as spiders.Renfield obsession to consume the living creatures which he believed they would  gave him strength and a life force illustrates the madness, chaos and evil life the East people lived. The life he lived was supernatural. The things he loved to experience and did was not human but it was gothic. 


The relationship between the reason and religion may be confusing but according to the novel Dracula the East side was evil but it had a positive side too that was attractive to other people, that was it mysteriousness. They were spiritual people who believe in what they know for their religion. Van Helsing gave them his knowledge in order to save the world and people from Dracula’s vampire influence. As a good man who believed in God, he was brave enough because of the faith he had .Dracula, himself had mysticism too, the powers he had and the ability to do things that others cannot do.


Count Dracula mysterious ways and supernatural powers represent a threat to medical science which he believe at and get knowledge from and his evil spirits. He was a spiritual person who control people and turned them to vampires. He had the hypnotic abilities, but his vampirism also had it weaknesses they tried to execute him, he practised his supernatural powers and he escaped because of his evil powers. East and West had major differences in general and even in the novel. West as a modern with educated people who are rational, they don’t believe in sexual repression and other bad things from the East. Every decision they took they had a good reason to do so and result for what they have done. East was way different because of the madness they did and their beliefs and they did have a positive side but they did use their mysticism for bad intentions.

After the different depictions of East and West, the anxieties of colonialism and empire were based on the East side. Count Dracula challenged the Britain’s and threated them .The West’s faith were tested by the more religious and culture embodied by Dracula. The dark motifs brought the uncomfortable behaviour and nervousness among the Western people, they had fear about something that is happening around them from the Eastern people who want to control people by one pwer.According to the novel the foreigner from the Eastern side, Count Dracula was a sexual deviant who believes in his tradition and who is colonized. He came to British society to destroy them and cause anxiety among the society and control them with one power. The depictions of East and West to me reveal that the anxieties of colonialism and empire was based on the Victorian era period, where the East believed in magic and supernatural powers.

According the ambiance of Dracula novel, Count Dracula is the most description of the anxieties that are based in colonialism and empire among people. Dracula targeted the women of British because he wanted to destroy the British society. “Your girls that you all love are mine already , and through them you and others shall be mine my creatures , to my bidding and to be my jackals when I want to feed”.(Bram Stoker , 1897 ,25).He chose the high representative women from , the British society , Lucy and Mina who are civilized and educated. He started with Lucy and turned her into a vampire. He then threatened Mina, his plan was to oppose the whole British ego and most important the women.

He turned women and control them with his vampire power and mocked them. “As a “good woman” and on God’s women, the, so sweet, so noble, so little” (Bram Stoker, 1897, 267).He knew that for him targeting the civilized women will be the perfect target for his enterprise. He mistreated Harker and his mission was to challenge the British ego and their culture. In contrast and the  depictions of the anxieties of colonialism and empire ,according to the novel the British characters have civilization , modern and rational values that helped them to overstepped the East to invade them with their darkness. After all the depictions ,inquiring the rationality of British people the West Morden age and the mysticism of the East the old age stereotypes ,I learned more about the fears and their desires they faced that time


In conclusion I may say that Dracula himself served as the representation of the East evil side and the true definition of Victorian era. East people did believe and practised the supernatural powers for their own benefit to gain power or to control everyone with one rule but to me it is not new to hear about gothic objects because even now people use evil, magic and supernatural powers so to me I found that East is the one dominating the colonialism and bring the anxieties to the good reason West people.
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
